Stewart-Hawley-MalloyHouse:BirthplaceofJosephRoswell

Hawley,generalintheUnionArmy,andasenatorfromConnecticut(1881-

1905).HawleywasstationedinWilmingtonasthegeneralchargedwith

securingsuppliesforSherman’stroops.AfterShermantook

commandoftheCarolinas,andthroughthefirstyearof

reconstruction,Hawleywasthegeneralinchargeofeast-

ernNorthCarolina.
