2. Return to Russtown Road NW and take a right. Follow for one mile, then take a left onto Bellamy Road NW.
Go for another mile, then turn right onto Longwood Road NW. After one mile, go left at Pireway Road (NC
904), and follow for 6.3 miles. Take a right onto NC 904/905 and continue for another 3.9 miles. Turn left
onto Dulah Road and continue straight as it turns into Ramsey Ford Road. The Grapefull Sisters Vineyard
will be on your left.

3. To return to US Highway 17, go back to NC 904, turn right, and follow until it intersects with US Highway 17.
