The NC Triangle Wine Trail

Wineries: 3 Mileage: 69.0
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Starting in the middle of the Chapel Hill/Durham/Raleigh Triangle and extending south to the
outskirts of Fayetteville, this wine trail provides visitors and residents in one of NC’s more
populated areas a great sampler of North Carolina wines close to home. The trail starts at the
Chatham Hill Winery, which became the state’s first “urban winery” when it opened in 1999...
taking NC grapes and crafting them into wines at their facility just south of the RDU Airport.
Meanwhile, out in Willow Spring, Adams Vineyards specializes in North Carolina’s native
muscadine wines, and in hosting several special events throughout the year. Further south, the
J. Wesley Vineyards tasting room occupies an old-style stately Southern mansion, and hopes
to supplement its muscadine wines with a supper club and a bed and breakfast.

1. From Interstate 40: Take Exit 285 (Aviation Parkway) and head south (away from the airport). Take an
immediate right onto Gateway Centre Boulevard. The Chatham Hill Winery will be 0.2 miles up the road.

2. Return to I-40 by continuing on Gateway Centre Boulevard until it circles back to Aviation Parkway, then
turning left and taking the on-ramp to 1-40 East. Go 26.6 miles to exit 312 (NC 42) toward Fugquay-Varina.
Proceed 6.5 miles on NC 42 to John Adams Road, and the Adams Vineyards will be on your left.

3. Returnto NC 42 and take a left. Go 4.9 miles, then turn left onto NC Highway 55. Proceed another 6.4 miles
and turn right at West Depot Street. Continue for 9.6 miles as West Depot Street becomes NC Highway 210,
then take a slight left onto US Highway 401 South and go another 13.3 miles. Finally, take a left onto Baytrace
Drive and then a right onto Chickapee Drive. The J. Wesley Vineyards will be on your right.

4. To return to Interstate 95, continue south on US 401 to the interchange with Future Interstate 295 and take a
left onto the highway, which will lead you to Interstate 95. Take 1-95 North to return to Raleigh on |-40, or take
[-95 South to get to Lumberton and beyond.

Winery hours vary seasonally. Please call ahead to be sure the vineyards you want to visit will be open when you arrive.
